By obtaining, from the head of the Department of Languages and
Linguistics, certification of a working knowledge of a second language if
such language is not taught at NMSU.

Option 8:

In the case of a student who is required to take the TOEFL exam
admission, the dean will automatically waive the second language
requirement.
