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Accreditation
The Agricultural Education Teaching program in the Department of
Agricultural and Extension Education is accredited by the Council for
the Accreditation of Educator Preparation (formerly NCATE) and the
State Public Education Department of New Mexico. It is critical that
students consult their academic advisor prior to selection of courses for
the agriculture, secondary science and teaching endorsements.

The Family and Consumer Sciences Education major in the Department
of Family and Consumer Sciences is accredited by the Council for the
Accreditation of Educator Preparation (formerly NCATE) and the State
Public Education Department of New Mexico, and meets the teacher
licensure requirements for the State of New Mexico. Course selection is
restricted to meet accreditation requirements, so students should consult
their academic advisor prior to selection of courses for the Family and
Consumer Sciences Education program.

The Human Nutrition & Dietetic Science (HNDS) major, Dietetics option,
is a Didactic Program in Dietetics (DPD) accredited by the Accreditation
Council for Education in Nutrition and Dietetics (ACEND).  The program
meets national requirements to prepare students for a Dietetic Internship.
Course selection is restricted to meet accreditation requirements. 
Students should consult their academic advisor prior to selection of
courses for the HNDS Dietetics program.
