In addition
to the Graduate School requirements, the admissions criteria for the
Department of Family and Consumer Sciences Graduate Program include
letters of reference, standardized test scores, and other materials.
Suggested departmental deadlines for review of admission materials
are six weeks prior to the first day of the semester of desired start. A
complete description of admission requirements should be obtained from
the department.
